Plans for San Luis Obispo County Announced

Rarely does April 22nd, the date of the first Earth Day in 1970, fall on a weekend. With that in mind the Earth Day Alliance Inc.(EDA), official coordinators of an annual free SLO County Earth Day since 1990, has chosen to hold Earth Day 2012 on Sunday, April 22nd, from 10 am to 5 pm. 

 The largest free annual environmental event in SLO County, Earth Day will return to the natural spacious outdoor setting of El Chorro Regional Park where the 2012 theme, Get Down to Earth, can truly be realized.  Drawing on the success of 2011, San Luis Obispo County Parks and the San Luis Obispo Botanical Gardens will partner with EDA in producing the 22nd annual SLO County Earth Day. Returning as a major sponsor, Rapid Transit Authority (RTA) assures that free bus rides from every corner of the county, to the park and back all day long, on April 22 will be available.

During the month of January the EDA coordinating team will continue to welcome partners and search for major sponsors.   Individuals, families, schools, students, businesses, nonprofit groups, government agencies, and food and beverage providers are invited to share their message and products as an exhibitor. Non-selling individuals, families, schools, and students can set up exhibits for free. All others have a designated fee.  Everyone must submit an application; they will be available on January 10 and accepted through March 30. Early registrations will receive top priority on site locations.  Applications received on April 1 or later will be charged a late fee. 

In addition to a Kid’s Zone, Food & Drink Pavilion, Eco Marketplace, Health & Wellbeing Center, Green Building & Energy Hub, Transportation Station, and Community (nonprofit)   displays, an Art in the Park Gallery will be set up this year. Artist Search entry forms will be available on January 10. 
Everyone can be involved in creating Earth Day.
